MINUTES OF THE NOVEMBER 8TH, 2018 MEETING
The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their monthly meeting on Thursday, November 8th, 2018.  Supervisor Joseph Norton called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM with a salute to the flag.  He asked for a moment of silence to remember our veterans and anyone in crisis as the weather gets cold, as well as the people in California; may they find peace in their lives.

No one addressed the Board.
LIAISON REPORTS:

Linda Eurich had nothing to report as the ZBA meeting for October had been canceled.

Mary Weinberger said that the Rec. did not have a meeting but that the Haunted Fortress had a good showing.  She thanked Antonio Ingenito for all of his hard work because without him there would’ve been no Haunted House, and also for all the other volunteers that put in a lot of hard work.
SUPERVISOR’S REPORT: 
Mr. Norton had no report other than that County Exec. Marc Molinaro would be here on Monday, Nov. 26th to discuss the County’s budget, and that the Town Board had passed the 2019 Budget with a 4.83% tax decrease for Town taxes.
MOTION TO ACCEPT THE AGENDA: Motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Linda Eurich, to accept the agenda with the following additions: to appoint a winter laborer on standby to take care of small parking areas and intersections in the winter, and a Haunted House issue.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent; Paul Coughlin – absent.  
NEW BUSINESS:

1. PENALTY ROLL BACK TAX: A resident challenged the Town on taxes, so complements to Assessor Steve Gotovich and Attorney Karen Hagstrom who won back $5,082.21 for the Town.
2. APPOINTMENT OF ATTORNEY FOR TAX MATTERS: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to appoint Ian McDonald as an attorney for the Town regarding tax matters.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent; Paul Coughlin – absent.  
3. REFRIGERATOR DONATION: Someone wanted to donate a refrigerator to the Rec. but since they already have one for ice cream as well as a small under-the -counter one, a motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to gratefully decline this offer.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent; Paul Coughlin – absent.  

4. HIGHWAY MATERIALS BIDS: Highway Supt. Myers recommended that the Town accept all bids and award to the lowest apparent bidder but reserve the right to utilize the next lowest bidders in case the awarded low bid cannot meet the quality or quantity requirements of the materials bid on.  A motion to approve his recommendation was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent; Paul Coughlin – absent.   Motion carried.
5. SUTHERLAND CEMETERY: Joe Norton made a motion to thank Kathie and Jeff Spiers and the Historical Society for a job well done in restoring and preserving the Sutherland Cemetery, and cleaning and identifying every stone there.  The motion was seconded by Mary Weinberger 
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with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent; Paul Coughlin – absent.   Motion carried.

6. HIGHWAY WINTER LABORER: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to appoint Antonio Ingenito as the part-time, standby winter laborer, who will take care of winter operations for the Highway Dept. on intersections and parking areas this winter.

  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent; Paul Coughlin – absent.  
7. HAUNTED HOUSE MATTER:  A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, as follows: based on his outstanding work on the Haunted Fortress on a totally volunteer basis, be it resolved that the Town of Stanford awards $1,000 to Antonio Ingenito to cover some of his out-of-pocket expenses of which he did without expectation of reimbursement, and thanks him for his exceptional work.   Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent; Paul Coughlin – absent.
8. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the October 11th Town Board meeting were approved as written on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Linda Eurich.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent; Paul Coughlin – absent.  

The Minutes of the October 23rd Special Meeting/Budget Workshop were approved as written on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Linda Eurich.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – absent; Paul Coughlin – absent.  

With no other business, a motion to adjourn at 7:46 pm was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Linda Eurich.  Motion carried with all present voting in favor.
