WORKSHOP MINUTES

JANUARY 7th, 2019
The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for a Workshop Meeting on Monday, January 7th, 2019 at 7:30 PM.

Whereas, the Town has been satisfied with the performance of Morris Associates and Richard Rennia Engineering from Dover Plains, and
Be it resolved that the Town Board appoints Morris Associates and Richard Rennia as Engineers for the Town.
