MINUTES OF THE APRIL 11TH, 2019 MEETING
The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for their regularly scheduled meeting on Thursday, April 11th, 2019.  Supervisor Joseph Norton called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM with a salute to the flag.  He asked for a moment of silence to remember our service personnel in harm’s way, as well as two Marines and a NYS fireman recently lost, and his best friend, Antonio Gilbert, who suffered for years from war wounds.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: 
No one addressed the Board.
LIAISON REPORTS: 










            Councilman Mark D’Agostino had nothing to report.
Councilwoman Eurich said that the CAC would be having a clean-up day for Whitlock on April 13th at 10am (raindate-4/14 at noon) and a roadside clean-up day on April 27th along with other town groups.

Councilwoman Mary Weinberger reported that the Rec. would be meeting on Monday, April 15th at 6pm.
SUPERVISOR’S REPORT: The supervisor reported that he had attended a Planning Board meeting: the Library had requested a modification of its site plan and received conditional approval, and an application for a resident to erect a new structure.

He also added the following:  that information on the WIC program was available to those in financial distress, and could receive information by calling his office; the Bulls Head Road bridge reconstruction would be starting on Monday, 4/15-it should go quickly but there will be some inconvenience; that the Town Clerk had sold 84 Habitat stamps, the 14th highest number in the State, netting $84 more for the Town; and that his secretary Christine Shanley had obtained a refund of $1,045.84 refund from Bottini Oil through the State Comptroller’s Office.

MOTION TO APPROVE AGENDA: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark

D’Agostino, to accept the agenda with two additions: to give an update on the Historical Society’s graveyard project and to add the approval of the March 11th Workshop meeting Minutes.  With these additions noted, a roll call vote was held as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – absent.  Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. CHLORINE BIDS:  A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger to award the annual chlorine bid to New Haven Chlor-Alkali Inc. (dba H. Krevit & Co.) at $1.40 per gallon with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – absent.  Motion carried.
2. APPOINTMENTS: A motion by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mark D’Agostino, to appoint Sara Love to the vacant seat on the Board of Assessment Review. Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows:  Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – absent.

Mary Weinberger made a motion, seconded by Linda Eurich, to appoint Justin Cooper as the Recreation Director at $13,000 per year.  Councilman D’Agostino stated that he would have preferred to have Maureen Canevari, a Town resident that the Rec. Commission  recommended, as the Rec. Director.  Motion carried with a roll call vote as follows: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – abstained; Paul Coughlin – absent.  Motion carried.
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3. VETERANS’ LIAISON: As requested by Marc Coviello, Director of the County Veterans Services, a motion was made by Joseph Norton, to appoint Linda Eurich as the Stanford Veterans’ liaison to this County Board.  The motion was seconded by Mary Weinberger with a 
roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – abstained; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – absent.  Motion carried.

4. GRANGE MONTH PROCLAMATION: Mr. Norton read the following proclamation:
PROCLAMATION – GRANGE MONTH IN THE TOWN OF STANFORD – APRIL 2019
WHEREAS, the Grange strengthens individuals, families, and communities through grassroots action, service, education, advocacy, and agriculture awareness; and 

WHEREAS, the Grange has played a major role in the development of rural America during three centuries advocating for legislative protection for farmers through the Granger Laws in the 1800s; promoting research and education to improve agriculture through the Cooperative Extension Service and Land Grant Colleges as well as working to expand mail delivery and electricity to rural areas in the 1900s; and encouraging the expansion of broadband internet service and improvement of rural healthcare in the 2000s; and 

WHEREAS, the Grange continues to be an active force in thousands of communities across the country providing leadership, motivation, and education to bring together rural and urban families and offer them opportunities for personal growth and individual expression; emphasizing civic responsibility and the involvement of people in the legislative process; and promoting service to the local community and volunteerism to improve the quality of life and economic well-being of its members and friends; and 

WHEREAS, our local Stanford Grange #808 has been active in our community since its organization in Bangall on January 23, 1896, thus celebrating its 123rd Anniversary in January 2019; and

WHEREAS, Stanford Grange #808 has a history of accomplishment and service in its 123 years of existence including the organization of the Stanford Fire Company in 1931, the organization of Stanford Junior Grange #414 in 1938 (the first organization for the children of the Town of Stanford), sponsoring the 1st Annual Stanford Community Day in 1959, and spearheading the building of the Stanford Free Library in 1964; and

WHEREAS, Stanford Grange #808 continues to fill needs in our community and holds community events of interest for Town Residents including Meet the Candidates Nights for local, regional, and state candidates for public office and for Board of Education Candidates for the Pine Plains Central School District, School District Budget Meetings, a Defensive Driving Course, fundraising Penny Socials for charitable causes, sponsoring a St. Pauly’s Textile Shed for clothing donations, cooperatively working with Town Organizations and school groups on community projects/events, and continues to sponsor the Annual Stanford Community Day with 2019 as the 61st consecutive year; and

WHEREAS, at the 152nd Annual National Grange Convention in November 2018 in Stowe, Vermont, Stanford Grange #808 was recognized and honored as a “Distinguished Grange” by National Grange President Betsy Huber; and

WHEREAS, Stanford Grange #808 is the only Grange in New York State to receive this prestigious award for nine consecutive years;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Stanford proudly proclaims April 2019 as Grange Month and, in celebration of this, the community is invited to the Grange Month & Distinguished Grange Open House on Tuesday, April 23rd, 2019, at 6:30 p.m. at the Stanford Grange Hall.

NYS SHARED SERVICES WITH THE D.O.T.: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Linda Eurich, to sign an agreement with the NYSDOT for four years that in case of an emergency, the State DOT and the Town will enter into a Shared Services agreement, to share or lend materials or equipment in order to provide cost saving utilization of both parties’ resources.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – absent.

6. HISTORICAL SOCIETY UPDATE: Councilman D’Agostino expressed his thanks to Kathie Spiers and the Historical Society for their work on the roadside markers at the local cemeteries, such as the one already installed at the Sutherland cemetery.
