SPECIAL MEETING / PUBLIC HEARING
DECEMBER 9th, 2019
The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for a Special Meeting, Public Hearing for a Local Law and a Workshop on Monday, December 9th, 2019.  Supervisor Norton called the meeting to order at 7:30pm and asked for a moment of silence to remember our troops overseas and for his friend Antonia Gilbert, a hero who died at 26 from injuries in combat as a medic, and who is buried in Rhinebeck and left behind a daughter.

NEW BUSINESS: 
1. SEQRA: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to accept the completed Part 1 Short Environmental Assessment Form as an unlisted action for a Zoning Amendment to the Town of Stanford Code.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – yes.
PUBLIC HEARING: PROPOSED LOCAL LAW #1 OF 2019
          A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Linda Eurich, to open the scheduled Public Hearing on Local Law #1 of 2019, a local law to amend Section 164-8 E of the Town of Stanford Code.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – yes.

Attorney VandeWater read the Local Law:

A Local Law to amend portions of Chapter 164 – Zoning – of the Town of Stanford Code.  

Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Stanford Dutchess County, State of New York, as follows:

1. Section 164-8 E shall be amended as follows:
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The balance of the Zoning Law [Chapter 164] not so specifically amended shall remain in full force and effect.

PUBLIC COMMENTS: 

Wendy Burton, Hunns Lake Road – expressed her support for this amendment to move forward, adding that the addition of an animal hospital is good for the Town, will welcome him and appreciated the Board’s work on this matter.

Jim Bail, Cold Spring Road – added his support.  As a resident for 6 years, this is a good awakening to the Town and a great way to start the momentum.


With no other comments heard, a motion to close this Public Hearing and to return to the Special Meeting was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Paul Coughlin.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – yes.
NEW BUSINESS:

2. RESOLUTION #12A TO ADOPT LOCAL LAW #1 OF 2019: A resolution was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger, to adopt this Local Law, #1 of 2019, a local law to amend portions of Chapter 164 – Zoning- of the Town of Stanford, as above.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – yes.

3. LABOR DEPARTMENT ESCROW ACCOUNT: A motion was made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Paul Coughlin, to move $25,000 from the General Fund and escrow this amount in a separate checking account to satisfy a judgement of a court and the NYS Labor Department.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – yes.

4. DOGS: The Town Clerk will deal with this matter.
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5. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The Minutes of the November 14th, 2019 Town Board meeting were approved as written on a motion made by Joseph Norton, seconded by Mary Weinberger.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Joseph Norton – yes; Mary Weinberger – yes; Linda Eurich – yes; Mark D’Agostino – yes; Paul Coughlin – abstained.
With no other business, the Town Board adjourned their meeting at approximately 8:00pm.
