
TOWN OF STANFORD TOWN BOARD MINUTES
SPECIAL MEETING 
APRIL 4, 2022
The Town of Stanford Town Board convened for a Special Meeting to award the bid for the tennis courts and basketball court reconstruction on Monday, April 4, 2022, via Zoom. Supervisor Wendy Burton called the meeting to order at 7:01 PM with a salute to the flag.

1. BID AWARD: A motion was made by Wendy Burton, seconded by Nathan Lavertue, to award the bid for the reconstruction of the tennis courts and the basketball court to Sports Tech of Brewster, NY, the lowest bidder, for $270,362.00, excluding any change orders.  They will begin the week of April 11th and will be completed by June 6th, completely finished by June 20th.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Wendy Burton - yes, Anne Arent absent, Margaret Fallon – yes, Nathan Lavertue – yes, Frank Pepe – absent.  

Supervisor Burton added that the Recreational Capital Fundraising Committee has raised enough money to pay for part this project, but the $125,000 grant secured through Didi Barratt’s office only comes after all work has been completed.  She made a motion suggesting that $125,000 be taken from the General Fund and then repay when the grant is received.  The motion was seconded by Nathan Lavertue with a roll call vote as follows: Wendy Burton - yes, Anne Arent - absent, Margaret Fallon – yes, Nathan Lavertue – yes, Frank Pepe – absent.  Nathan asked about the timeframe expected for the grant, with Wendy replying that perhaps by August.
2. GARDEN CLUB PLANT SALE REQUEST: A motion was made by Margaret Fallon, seconded by Wendy Burton, to allow the Stanford Garden Club to use the lower Town Hall Parking lot for their annual plant sale on May 7th.  Motion carried with a roll call vote: Wendy Burton - yes, Anne Arent - absent, Margaret Fallon – yes, Nathan Lavertue – yes, Frank Pepe – absent.  
With no other business at hand, a motion was made by Margaret Fallon, seconded by Wendy Burton to adjourn the meeting at 7:08 PM.  Motion carried with all in favor.
