Whereas the Town of Stanford has received $90,429.00 to be held in reserve from ELP Solar LLC as collateral in the event their Commercial Solar Field is abandoned, and

Whereas these funds can be held in an interest bearing account, and
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Whereas there is no contractual stipulation that the interest earned on these funds must be held expressly for ELP Solar LLC, and

Whereas if the solar field is abandoned, and cost of remediation for the Town would likely be for an amount more than $90,429.00

Now therefore be it resolved, the Supervisor is authorized to set up a sub-account in NY CLASS ending in -12, and be it further resolved that the Supervisor is authorized to transfer these funds from Millbrook account #30807530 to NY CLASS Account ending in -12
